· Regular contributions to “Update” (see Nathan Zasler’s article for the Autumn 2006 edition)

· A longer term and more ambitious aim would be for an international, multi-centre investigation to address key issues such  as terminology, assessment, management guidelines, treatments and outcomes around the world.
